 Complete Unit Access  Form for those who  will  require  

access to your unit . 

 Leave a set of car keys with office  for emergency needs 

if your vehicle will be left here. 

 Empty refrigerator, make sure ice maker is shut off and 

container emptied. Place open box of baking soda inside to 

absorb  odors. If unplugged leave door open , place towel 

over door and leave open.  

 Shut off/unplug  non-essential electrical devices 

 Water heater: Trip breaker/shut off incoming water. 

Open faucets in all sinks. 

 Have A/C unit inspected/serviced prior to departure. In-

stall new filter, set thermostat at 78 F and humidistat at 

50%. DO NOT TURN OFF A/C UNIT 

 Shut off all sinks and run water. Put 1/4 cup  baking soda 

in drain & pour 1/4 cup vegetable oil in garbage disposal. 

 Cover toilets bowl with plastic wrap to avoid evaporation 

 Open drawers/doors for circulation 

 Close blinds and draperies to prevent sun damage 

 Bring in all outside furniture, planters, pots, and loose 

items 

 Close and lock all windows and doors.

Some updated information about the Broadway Wi-Fi network, mostly by 
the numbers: 

In the past year the Broadway Wi-Fi daily use has nearly doubled to ~40 
GB from ~20GB. Each gateway or access point’s transmission speed is 4 
Mbps to 8 Mbps. If you’re on the Broadway network you can check your 

speed by going to www.my.meraki.com and clicking Client Survey Tools. It 
will show the Db signal strength and with the exception of some Apple 
Products, a dial will show up and download speed in Mbps.  

We also added 15 gateways to our network of gateways and access point 
in the past year for a total of 64 which has helped improve the Wi-Fi signal 
strength to most parts of both buildings.  As new subscribers join with 
added gateways the signal strength will be enhanced even more.  The net-
work is connected to 6 business class routers from Comcast and one Veri-
zon router which do not have capacity limits. 

Occasionally an access point may have several devices connected to it 
which can slow up and download speeds. Streaming video is the largest 
consumer of bandwidth, using about 1 GB an hour.  

The secure Meraki network can be monitored from anywhere in the world.

Happy hour drafts are $5, martini’s, 
cocktails and wines are $6. Bartenders Chris, Tiffanie and Sally are always helpful in explain-
ing the micro brews so that you can choose the best for your pallet.
